For two obvious reasons, we have to begin the history of Shi'a fugaha from the era of
Ghaybat ag-Sughra, i.¢. minor occullation, (260 ATI 329 AII), Tirst, the cra preceding
Ghaybat as-Sughra is an era during which the holy Imams were present, and although
there were many men of knowledge and accomplishments who were trained by the
Imams themselves, people always tried their best 1o refer o the Imams rather than to
the Ulama.

Even the Ulama travelled [ar and wide (o reach the Imams, so as 1o selve the
problems thev faced. I'hus. in the era when lmams were present and accessible, other
scholars were cclipsed. Sccondly, the literalure we have al our disposal on TFigh
commences from the era of Ghavbat as-Sughra. We cannot trace, or rather are unable
to trace, any literature compiled on the subject in the earlier era.

Saeed Ahwazi, he says: "In his time, he had the widest
knowledge ol Figh, Islamic Traditions and Ethics". Sumilarly., he culogises Al b.
Ibrahim Qummi by saying: "He is among the great scholars and fugaha”. Again. when



mentioning Muhammad b. Hasan b. Ahmed b. alWaleed Qummi. he says: " I'o his credit
is the great and comprehensive work on Figh™.
